Course Layout: 
We will thematically study mythology of folklore by looking at major concepts, motifs, themes, and ideas from various cultures. Some of what we learn this year will be guided by your interests, so please feel free to suggest things you are interested in learning about. We will focus a lot of attention on the Greeks, Romans, Hebrews, Norse, as well as many other groups of people.  
Grading and Class Expectations:
Students will be graded each marking period on presentations, projects, tests, quizzes, readings, and class participation. Each marking period, there will be presentations, constructed responses, projects, and tests. The fourth marking period will focus a great deal of time on the project which counts as your final grade. There will be some work to be done at home, but most work will be completed during class. Student presentations will be structured in ways that alleviate anxiety associated with public speaking (so do not worry if you are uncomfortable publicly speaking).
